Spray Action
The handset spray head has four different spray actions:- start, combination,
calm, combination and blast setting. The handset operation is described below.

i Eco
To access the eco setting, turn
the spray plate fully clockwise.
Water will flow from the
outer set of holes and the
flow rate will be reduced

2. Start
To access the start setting turn
the spray plate anticlockwise
until it ‘clicks’ (one click from
the eco setting). Water will flow
from the outer set of holes.

3. Soothe
To access the soothe setting
turn the spray plate
anticlockwise until it ‘clicks’ (two
clicks from the eco setting).
Water will flow from the large
diameter holes.

4 Force
To access the force setting turn
the spray plate anticlockwise
until it “‘clicks' (three clicks from
the eco setting). Water will flow
from the inner set of holes.

Decide on a suitable position for the slide bar avoiding buried cables and
pipes.

Drill the two 7.0 mm fixing holes for the slidebar at 600 mm centres, avoiding
any buried cables or pipes, and insert the wall plugs.

Assemble the clamp bracket components. Push the plastic slidebar ends into
the slidebar.

Fush the slidebar through the clamp bracket assembly, soapdish and hose
retaining ring.

Fit the bottom end support loosely to the wall. This will make aligning the top
support easier. Insert the fixing screw into the countersunk hole of the plastic
slide bar end and through the slidebar support,

Place the screw through the top end support and fully tighten. Fully tighten
the bottom end support.

Fit the end support caps over the ends of the slidebar end supports.

Screw the hose onto the handset and the outlet of the shower (Make sure the
hose seals are fitted). Do not overtighten.

Flace the handset into the slidebar clamp bracket.

Note! The clamp bracket is tapered. The handset will only fit properly from
one direction. If necessary turn the end of the clamp bracket until the handset
will fif.

If the clamp bracket pivots downwards under the weight of the handset
the central securing screw in the bracket will require tightening to hold the
handset in position.

® Avoid layouts where the shower hose will be sharply kinked. This may
reduce the life of the hose.

®# A Soap Dish/Hose Retaining Ring is supplied to prevent the handset
from dropping below the spill-over level of the bath or shower, which
could lead to contamination from back-siphoning. The supplied Hose
Retaining Ring should meet the great majority of user requirements for
shower installations with flexible outlet fittings. However, there will be
occasions when it will not provide a suitable solution. In these instances
an outlet double checkvalve, e.g. a Mira DCV-H, must be fitted. This
will increase the required supply pressure typically by 0.1 bar (see section
"Accessories”).

e Supply pipework MUST be flushed to clear debris before connecting to
the appliance.

# Toavoid damage to the case when soldered fittings are used, pre-solder
the pipework and fittings before connecting them to the inlet connector
assembly. Refrain from applying excessive force when making any
connections. Always provide mechanical support when making the
plumbing connections.

e The appliance is fitted with a brass inlet compression assembly for
connecting to a 15mm supply pipe from the top, bottom or back. Double
checkvalves, fitted in the inlet supply to the appliance, cause a pressure
build-up, which could exceed the maximum static inlet pressure and
damage the appliance.

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’ Determine the direction of the inlet
water supply: top (falling), bottom
(rising), or back inlet .

> Note! Make sure that the back inlet
does not go directly back into the
wall Use a soldered elbow,

’ Swivel the inlet connector assembly
to suit. Remove the inlet blanking
cap. Avaid trapping the green earth
bonding wire,

> Two case inserts are supplied with the Mira Escape, so that they can be
trimmed to suit the supplies entering the product. Before fitting the cover,
make sure that the case inserts are fitted.

» Thoroughly flush the mains-fed cold water supply pipe. The supply
must be clean and free from debris BEFORE connecting the Mira
Escape.

To flush the pipework, turn on the water supply and drain a minimum of 10
litres (2 gallons) of water into a bucket or catchment area. Turn off the water

supply.
’ An installation template is supplied to help you install the Mira Escape.

Put the installation template on the wall and mark through the positions of the
fixing holes. Ensure the position of these holes do not come in line with any
buried cables or pipework. Make sure that sufficient electrical supply cable is
available for connection to the terminal block.

> Drill and plug the top two fixing holes. Secure the Mira Escape to the wall
with the screws provided. Drill the bottom fixing hole with the preduct in
place. Alternative fixings (not supplied) may be necessary for some wall
structures. Avoid drilling into any supply cable/pipe. /

> Install the mains-fed cold water
supply pipe. Do not overtighten.

Poor shower performance can be
avoided by cleaning the spray plate.
Use thumb or soft cloth to wipe rubber

nozzles. The handset must also be
descaled regularly.

’ Hold a wrench across the flats of
the metal connector. Unscrew
the filter using another wrench as
shown. Clean or renew the Filter
as necessary. Refit in reverse order
making sure the Filter is screwed
fully home.

Do not overtighten. Make sure
plumbing connections are sealed
before restoring electricity supply.

’ Refit the Service Tunnel and Cover.
Make sure they fit correctly.
Do not overtighten screws.

2. Electrical

In a domestic installation, the rating of the electricity supplier's fuse and
the consumer unit must be adequate for the additional demand. All Mira
electric showers are high power units, it is essential to contact your
electricity supplier to ensure that the supply is adequate for the product.
Voltage drop due to local heavy demand will reduce the shower's
performance.

The appliance must be earthed by connecting the supply-cable earth
conductor to the earth terminal. Supplementary bonding: Within the
bathroom or shower room, all accessible conductive parts of electrical
equipment and extraneous conductive parts (metal parts) that are likely
to introduce earth potential, must be electrically bonded to earth using
a minimum cable size of 4.0 mm? if the cable is not mechanically
protected, (2.5 mm? if mechanically protected).

The minimum cable size (cross-sectional area) required is 8 mm? in
accordance with BS 7671. Important! The shower circuit should be
separated from other circuits by at least twice the diameter of the cable

or conduit and it should not be run through thermally insulating material or
in any location(s) where the ambient temperature is likely to exceed

30 “C. If any of these conditions are unavoidable it will be necessary

to determine a cable size which will prevent damage to the cable caused
by overheating.

As a guide only, and in accordance with BS 7671 we recommend close
circuit protection: i.e. 2.8 kW = 45 Amp

It is strongly recommended that a 30mA Residual Current Device (RCD)
is included inthe electrical circuit. This may be part of the consumer unit
or a separate unit.

A separate, permanently connected supply must be taken from the
consumer unit to the appliance through a double-pole switch, which has
at least 3 mm contact separation. The switch can be a ceiling mounted
pullcord type within the shower room or a wall mounted switch in an
adjacent room.

DO NOT twist the individual cable cores of either the live or neutral
conductors, as this will prevent them from entering the terminal block.

DO NOT exert strain on the terminal block. Ensure that the electrical
connections are tightly screwed down.

Note! A slight hissing sound may be heard from the Mira Escape during opera-
tion. High mains water pressure and high shower temperatures will affect the
tone. This is quite normal in use.

e The terminal block will accept cable up to 16 mm?.

3. Standards and Approvals

e The Mira Escape complies with all relevant directives for CE marking.

Installation Requirements
1. Plumbing

e The appliance is designed to operate with a minimum maintained inlet
pressure of 0.7 bar up to a maximum static inlet pressure of 10 bar.
When installed in very hard water areas (above 200 ppm temporary
hardness) your installer may advise the installation of a water treatment
device, to reduce the effects of limescale formation. Your local water
company will be able to advise the hardness of water in your area.

e |tis recommended that a non-restrictive (free flowing) isolating valve
is fitted in the cold water supply pipe to allow the complete maintenance
of the appliance. Do not use a valve with a loose washer plate (jumper)
as this can lead to a build up of static pressures.

e« The appliance is suitable for installation within the shower area. It is fitted
with a pressure relief device and must be positioned over a water
catchment area with the controls at a convenient height for all users.

e The appliance must be fitted on to a finished flat and even wall surface
(this wall surface should be tiled or waterproofed). Do not fit the
appliance to the wall and tile up to the case. For safety requirements, an
air gap must be left behind the appliance.

The Mira Escape Thermostatic is an electric shower with separate controls for
power selection and temperatureflow adjustment. A unigue thermostatic valve
stabilizes temperature changes caused by water pressure fluctuations. These can
result from taps being turned on or off, or toilets being flushed. Individual lights
indicate “START/STOP” and "LOW FLOW".

The Mira Escape comes complete with a set of Mira Escape Shower Fittings.

A S8 KW 240 V AC (9.0 KW 230 V AC) heater with Mira Escape adjustable spray
handset with four different spray actions (start, soothe, force and eco*). Supplied
complete with flexible hose, clamp bracket assembly, slide bar, supports, hose
retaining ring and soap dish.

* The eco setling reduces the water flow to give economical use of water, whilst
still giving an adequate shower performance. This setting performs best with most
gravity, pumped, and mains pressure unvented systems. On electric showers and
some combination boiler systems the economy setting will have no effect, and will
give the same spray action as the start setting.

Operation

Warning! Non-Thermostatic electric showers can produce very hot water. Do not
enter the shower until you have followed this procedure.

Caution! Always check the shower temperature before entering the shower. The
previous user may have selected a different temperature

‘Start/Stop' Pushbutton  Temperature Selector P>

Switch on the Shower at the
pull cord.

Select the power setting
(I- cool, Il - half power,
Il - full power).

’ Turn the temperature selector

to the coolest setting.

Turn the shower on and check
the water temperature is
stabilized after approximately
10 Seconds with your hand.

If you require the temperature
to be hotter, slowly adjust the
temperature setting and wait
until the desired temperature is
reached.

If you cannot achieve the
desired temperature you may
need to adjust the power set-
ting.

Finally check the water
temperature before you enter
the shower.

Caution! Never change
the power setting or the
temperature whilst you are
under the shower.

At the end of your shower
press the ‘Start/Stop’
pushbutton.

Note! At the end of every shower make sure that the shower head points into the
catchment area. A small amount of water may be retained in the shower handset
after the shower has been turned off. This may drain over a few minutes.
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> Feed cable into Case. Fit Earth
sleeve (not supplied) and strip insu-
lation.
Do net twist cable cores.

} Firmly connect the conductors. Do
not exert strain on the terminal
block.

> If necessary, fit an earth bonding
clamp to the copper supply pipe and
ensure bonding complies with the
relevant regulations in force at the
time of installation.

> Refit the Service Tunnel and Cover.
Make sure they fit correctly.
Dc not overtighten screws.

Do not use alternative screws to
secure the Cover. This can cause
internal damage to the appliance.
Do not seal around the back of
appliance. Service Tunnel
